In the past year we have increased our UCC filing online to over 50% which is allowed our office to
decrease our staff in that department by  6 people.  We also had a legislative change in our UCC fees
that will go into effect on 9-1-03 in which our online filing fee will be REDUCED to $10.00.

In Corporations we starting filing for profit annual reports on line in January of this year.  To date
we have filed over 29,000 online.  We will also be allowing our non for profits to file online.  A
legislative change that will impact our annual reports that will go into effective 8-31-03 will be to
allow an authorized person to file and sign the profit and non profit annual reports therefore
allowing service companies, attorneys, CPA’s and other parties can file and sign the annual reports
other than just requiring an officers signature.

Additionally we are offering Good standing and certified copies online for our customers, as we move
into other others with our technology we will be offering other services and filings as well.

In September we will allow our corporate customers to activate ACH accounts like what we
currently use in UCC, where when they may order copies, good standings or process a filing and we
will debit their established account based on the appropriate fee.

We will begin before the end of the year to implement our KB system in the last department of
Business Services; which is Commission which includes notary, trade and service marks, apostiles,
authentications and certifications.

When we complete the last leg of our technology implementation, Business Services will operate
under one system entirely.

HOUSE BILL 194 KEY POINTS
• Provides for SOS to use the Administrative Rules Process to develop and

implement forms.

• Eliminates the need for businesses to provide a copy, in addition to the
original, of the documents they file.

• Provides and clarifies the business mailing addresses for registered agents
and corporate officers and directors.

• Eliminates the need for the current registered agent’s name when changing
to a new registered agent.

• Provides for signatures from more than just the secretary when foreign
corporations file assumed business names.

• Eliminates the 2nd 90 day notice for renewal for limited liability partnerships.

• Requires back annual reports for corporations and limited liability
companies when they are reinstating following dissolution.

• Provides reinstatement for a Domestic Limited Partnership following
administrative cancellation.

In January of 2002, we introduced our consolidated corporate filing forms.  These reduced the
number of filing forms that our office had from 82 down to only 35.  By reducing the number of
forms used, we eliminated much of the confusion, and the rejections that resulted, by having forms
that served the same purpose for different entities.



In early 2002 we gave our customers the ability to create and print their own Certificates of Good
Standing and Certificates of Full Force and Effect for most entities through our website, paying for
them with a credit card.  Currently approximately 40% of our corporate certificates are done by the
customers through our website.   The service is available 24 X 7, so customers can get their
certificates at their convenience with no waiting.

Another new service introduced in 2002 is the Multiple Agent Address Change form.  It allows
Statutory Agents who have several clients to change their name or address on all the entities they are
agent for with a single form.  The form also allows agents to standardize their address to eliminate
variations that might cause confusion or difficulties.  For $125, a list of all entities listing the agent is
produced.  The agent then indicates which are to be changed and returns the list with a payment of
$3.00 per entity to change.   For Statutory Agents with six or more entities in our records, this saves
considerable time, effort and money.  To date, we have processed address changes in excess of 3,000
entities at a time using the Multiple Agent Address Change form.

As a result of legislation recently passed by the West Virginia legislature (HB 3108), beginning on
June 5th the requirements for all business entities filing documents with the Secretary of State’s
offices will now be consistent with the new corporation laws that took effect last year.

The changes involved include eliminating the notarization of applications and removing the
requirement that documents filed with the Secretary of State also be filed in the County Clerk’s
office.  Another benefit of the new legislation is that our office will not be able to accept filings via fax
as long as we are supplied with payment through a credit card.  This will allow for a filing to be
processed within minutes as opposed to hours or days.
