The Georgia Nuance.

(i)
Georgia partnerships register for LLP status by a filing an election in the Superior Court of any county in which it has an office.  See Ga. Code § 14-8-62 (a).  However, Georgia Superior Courts will not issue a certificate of status, so we take an authenticated copy of the LLP filing.

(ii)
Georgia limited partnerships register for LLP status by filing a certificate of limited partnership with the Secretary of State that has a LLLP name and a statement that the LP is a LLP.  See Ga. Code § 14-8-62 (g).  The Secretary of State will issue a certificate of existence for the limited partnership, from which LLP status is to be inferred from the name.  The certificate does not specifically state the limited partnership has LLP status and no separate certificate of status is issued by the secretary.
