We also provide a printer so that they can print out their confirmation letter.

If they choose to apply on their own at home, we give them a quarter sheet flyer with IRS's contact info (phone and website) where they can apply.  In recent years, we have taken great pains to remind customers that the EIN is free -- do not google "EIN", but instead go directly to www.irs.gov because there are many predatory sites that charge $149 or more for a free number.

If the business entity does not currently have an FEIN, it can get a FEIN immediately by applying online at irs.gov at the following page http://www.irs.gov/Businesses/Small-Businesses-&-Self-Employed/Employer-ID-Numbers-EINs .

In theory, the filer can leave the filing they are doing, hit the IRS link, get the EIN and come back to the filing in minutes.

This same notice appears on the equivalent paper form as well.
